Ruth Wilt 

     Burnes & Pearl Littrell were very proud parents when Ruth Littrell arrived into the 

world on April 8th, 1910.  Burnes & Pearl lived in Shelton Nebraska where Burnes 

owned and operated a Pool Hall for several years.  Burnes eventually had to quit doing 

that as the doctors advised him he needed to work outside in the fresh air.  They then 

moved to Fairbury when Ruth was 18 months old.  Burnes then made concrete blocks 

for a living and also built his family a new home out of these blocks.  They continued to 

live in Fairbury until Ruth was ten years old.  In 1920 the family moved to a farm 

where Burnes did farming for a living for about ten years, then back to Fairbury. 

     Ruth was the first born child, later came four brothers!  Ruth said they held down 

the town.  When they lived in Fairbury they attended East Ward School and when they 

lived on the farm they attended District 48.  Ruth’s favorite game to play as a child 

was hide and go seek.  As the only girl, Ruth also helped her mom out plenty. 

     After graduating from school Ruth met Roland Wilt.  He was a World War II Vet-

eran and had spent a lot of time in Germany.  After the war Roland’s main job was 

running the Skelly’s Philly Stations in Fairbury and he also drove gravel truck part 

time.  Ruth said they did not have any children, they did not need to, they had five 

nieces and nephews that would greet them after finishing a day’s work.  Ruth said she 

would have a ball with all the kids in the evenings. 

     Ruth worked at J.C Penny’s for 26 years until retirement.  After retiring Ruth 

played the organ for her church.  She did this for 27 years and it only took her a few 

lessons to learn.  God gifted her with the natural ability to play music.  When Ruth 

was not spending time with her nieces and nephew’s she liked to make quilts.  Ruth 

has made over 50 different quilts over the years.  She loved giving them away for baby 

shower gifts.  Ruth also had a small garden every summer and enjoyed canning.  She 

remembers caning 100 pints one summer. 

     Ruth and her brother’s started having a family reunion every year after their par-

ents passed away.  It was important that everyone keep in tough with one another.  

Ruth has one brother Norman Littrell still living in Phoenix Arizona. 
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
