Irene attended Lewiston High School staying and 

working for her room and board with an Aunt and Uncle who owned a store. Irene graduated as sa-

lutatorian of her Lewiston high school class of 1936. 

    While in high school Irene took normal training which qualified her to teach in the rural schools 

in the Wymore/Blue Springs area. She also taught third and fourth grades at Holmesville, NE. She 

attended summer school at Peru, NE . 

    Irene married Verne Pretzer on December 28, 1941. Verne was a farmer but Uncle Sam came 

calling. Verne served his country for almost four years. During this time Irene continued teaching, 

joining Verne during her vacations while he was serving in the United States. The last two years 

Verne served in the Southwest Pacific. 

     December, 1945 Verne returned to the United States. He was employed in construction and at 

Store Kraft in Beatrice.

Australia and New Zealand. 

    Her family includes son Dean and wife Jane of rural Diller, daughter Marilyn and husband Jim 

Gaster of Indianola, NE  and daughter Ruth and husband Stephen Gasper of Fairbury; eight Grand-

children and 11 Great Grandchildren. 

    Verne and Irene lived on the same farm for 61 years until Verne’s death on October 9, 2008. Her
